@ Make sure to follow the designated measurements and specifications as well as horizontal and verticals angles. Make sure that the cabinet is
not warped, since it may affect the movement of the door.

Open and close the door for several time and check

Hanging the doors if the door moves smoothly. Then re-tighten the fixing
8 screws of all parts.

Put a support of suitable height under the doors, clip on the
hinges on the door to the mounting plates on the cabinet. C Periodically check if all of the screws are not loose. If
the looseness is found, tighten it.
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ADJUSTMENT OF THE INCLINED DOOR

When the door is inclined a lot like the right illustration,

adjust the door by the adjustment screws on the concealed

hinges. Do not try to adjust it by the screws on the sliding

guide.

There are three ways of adjustment as below..

{1) Reduce the upper gap by the top and middle hinges.

{2) Reduce the upper gap by the top hinge and increase
the lower gap by the bottom hinge.

{3) Increase the lower gap by the bottom hinge.

If "A" is bigger than "B", the closing action would not be
smootht. Re-adjust the gaps as below.

1. Loosen all fore-and-aft-adjustment screws on the
concealed hinges, and reduce the gap A, then re-tighten the
screws.

2. If "A" is still bigger "B", increase the gap B by ajusting the
screws on the sliding guides.
